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For this project, you will track sales over the course of 2 weeks and chart the results.

DIRECTIONS:

1. Open Internet Explorer.  Go to http://www.coolmath-games.com/lemonade/ 

2. Play the game for the equivalent of 14 days and use the LOG SHEET to record the data you will need for your spreadsheet.

3. As you play the game, keep in mind that your decisions will affect the outcome each day.  KEEP IT REALISTIC.  You are trying to make the highest net gain possible over the course of two weeks.
4. Open a new EXCEL spreadsheet file. 

5. In Row 1, put your name.

6. In Row 2, put a title for your spreadsheet.  (The title should be descriptive of the data and the purpose of the spreadsheet.)

7. In Row 3, type each of these headings.  BEGIN IN CELL A3 and continue across.
a. Day

b. Temperature

c. Weather Forecast 

d. Price per cup of lemonade

e. Beginning amount of money on the corresponding day

f. Ending amount of money on the corresponding day

g. The net gain or net loss for the day.  (Use a FORMULA for this.)

h. Satisfaction rating

i. Popularity rating

8. In Cell A4, put “1”. In Cell A5, put “2”.  Continue down Column A by listing each day, until you have all 14 days listed.

9. Enter the data / results from your lemonade game.

10. Format and enhance your spreadsheet to make it look good.

11. Save the spreadsheet OFTEN and print it when you are done.
